At Looe Festival of Words, we acknowledge the current climate and ecological crisis and our
responsibility to programme an event which is as sustainable as possible.

Our Festival is locally focused, celebrating creativity within Looe and the surrounding villages
and working in partnership with local venues, organisations and groups. We believe that
inclusive, participatory arts activities are one of the building blocks of a connected, engaged,
community.

As aresult of ourlocal focus, travel will be minimised. Where required, we will encourage the
use of public transport, lift shares, and staying over rather than commuting if necessary.

We will be mindful in all our purchasing decisions, and we will use local suppliers and
contractors wherever possible. We will minimise the use of plastic (particularly single use) and
encourage the use of recycled/second hand materials in workshops (sourced eg from Cornwall
Scrapstore).
